Application Virtualisation incorporates a number of key features: 

Centralised Management & Highly Scalable Infrastructure 
The Application Virtualisation infrastructure is a highly scalable, low complexity solution that flexes to meet the demands of most 
user groups. Software is deployed in isolated, lightweight packages from a single central location, making the job of management 
and administration much simpler than local software installation. Instead of maintaining multiple versions of a single application, 
to cope with varying operating system requirements, I.T. only looks after a single instance of each application which is hosted 
and streamed from the data centre when required.  

Deliver Applications to users anywhere, on demand. 
Only Application Virtualisation provides the flexibility to allow latest versions of business software to be deployed as soon as they 
are made available. No matter where a user connects to the system, they gain access to their own personalised suite of 
applications which either execute on their local device or stream in real-time from the data centre. Mobility is a key requirement 
for most organisations and application virtualisation is the perfect solution to ensure the highest availability for all online and 
offline working. 

Simplified Application Deployment 
When software is prepared for virtualisation, only the essentials, such as executable code, registry dependencies and dynamic 
library components are packaged to create the virtual application.  No longer will application deployment run the risk of  
interfering with host operating systems or any other installed software components, removing the need for lengthy regression 
and interoperability testing. With in-depth license visibility and control, access to software is governed by Active Directory Group 
Policy, with the additional ability to set an upper limit on the number of instances available to users, safe-guarding compliance.
